REPORT OF PRESIDENT

Proud of many accomplishments, the South Carolina Governor’s School for the Arts and
Humanities (SCGSAH) is the only fully accredited public arts high school in the country,
having achieved national accreditation by both ACCPAS and SACS. With a composite
score of 1,785 on the SAT and 25.5 on the ACT, the school again ranked third among
South Carolina public schools for achievement in these measurements, far surpassing the
state composite scores of 1,445 and 19.7, respectively. Moreover, seven students
achieved a perfect score of 800 in one or more areas of the SAT test. The SCGSAH
received the state’s Palmetto Gold award for the eighth consecutive year. Every 2009
graduate was again offered some level of financial assistance to continue his or her
education. AP tests continue to demonstrate our rigor and student achievement, indicated
by outstanding school scores in all curricular areas and including passing rates of 90-
100% in areas of Art History, English Literature, English Language/Composition, European
History, and Music Theory. The SCGSAH had an additional faculty member earn National
Board Certification, bringing the school’s total to 13 of 34 teachers, boasting the highest
percentage of teachers certified in any school in the state.

The school continues to lead the nation in awards and achievements on many levels. This
year, creative writers won 21 of 28 of the South Carolina awards given in the National
Scholastic Writing Awards Competition and placed in the top ranks of several regional and
national competitions, including recognition as one of the top 22 students out of several
thousand in the National Foundation for the Advancement in the Arts writing competition.
Dance students once again earned recognition for the school as the program with the
greatest percentage of finalists in the Youth American Grand Prix, an international dance
scholarship competition. Drama students were commended for superior work by the
National Foundation for Advancement in the Arts and by representatives of the country’s
leading drama college and university drama programs. Visual Arts students were selected
for all of the major awards at the Upstate Regional Picasso Project of Student Art
Competition and a senior visual artist won First Place in the exceptionally competitive
National Juried High School Metals Exhibition. Music students performed with the Carolina
Youth Symphony and the Greenville Symphony, and a junior violinist was selected to
receive a fellowship from the National Symphony Orchestra at the Kennedy Center. Music
students also won the prestigious Charleston Symphony Orchestra League Scholarship
and first place titles at the South Carolina Music Teaches National Association State
Competition in piano and brass.

Additional student honors include a Presidential Scholar in the Arts Award finalist, one of
only 20 in the nation and three National Merit Scholarship Finalists. Also, a National
Achievement Program Scholarship Finalist was selected from the school as one of only
1,300 from more than 150,000 students across the country. During the year, the school’s
students contributed more than 1,862 volunteer hours to a variety of nonprofit
organizations across the Upstate.

The 2009 graduating class of 96 students collectively received over $18.3 million in
scholarship offers. This brings the total scholarship offers to approximately $97.4 million
for the 893 students who have graduated from the residential high school. In a recent
Newsweek Magazine article rating public high schools providing academically challenging
course work, the school ranked in the top 2% nationally. The SCGSAH continues to
demonstrate remarkable accomplishments and continued growth.
